SUBJECT: Amendment to Chapter 14.2 (MOTOR VEHICLES AND TRAFFIC) of the
Arlington County Code relating to Maximum and minimum speed limits..

C. M. RECOMMENDATION:

Adopt the proposed amendment to the Arlington County Code, Chapter 14.2 MOTOR
VEHICLES AND TRAFFIC, §14.2-12. Maximum and minimum speed limits.

ISSUES: This amendment is a housekeeping measure of no significance beyond updating and
eliminating obsolete references found in §14.2-12 of the Arlington County Code. No issues have
been identified.

SUMMARY: The proposed amendment to §14.2-12 of the County Code updates references to
several locations within the County where motor vehicles may be driven in excess of 25 miles
per hour and needs to be updated in order to be accurate.

BACKGROUND: Chapter 14.2 MOTOR VEHICLES AND TRAFFIC, §14.2-12 of the
County Code lists the speed limits on various roadways throughout Arlington County and needs
to incorporate the proposed changes to be accurate. The Virginia Department of Transportation
(VDOT) controls the speed limits on Columbia Pike (Route 244) and Henry G. Shirley Memorial
Highway (I-395). VDOT changed the posted speed limit on Columbia Pike from the Pentagon to
S. Oak Street from 30mph to 25mph and on 1-395 the posted speed limit in the HOV lanes is
65mph. Additionally, the reference to Spout Run Parkway from Lee Highway to Kirkwood
Road is invalid and requires deletion.

DISCUSSION: Chapter 14.2 MOTOR VEHICLES AND TRAFFIC, §14.2-12 of the County
Code states that no person shall drive any vehicle upon a highway in the County in excess of 25
mph except as prescribed in the Code. During a recent review it was determined that in order to
be more precise the Code required some minor revisions that in no way broaden its scope.

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AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND, REENACT, AND RECODIFY CHAPTER 14.2
(MOTOR VEHICLES AND TRAFFIC) OF THE ARLINGTON COUNTY CODE

TO INCORPORATE BY REFERENCE HIGHWAYS WITHIN THE COUNTY OR
PORTIONS THEREOF WHERE MOTOR VEHICLES MAY BE DRIVEN IN EXCESS
OF (25) MILES PER HOUR.

BE IT ORDAINED that Chapter 14.2 of the Arlington County Code is amended,
reenacted, and recodified as follows, to be effective October 24, 2009:

§ 14.2-12. Maximum and minimum speed limits.

Columbia Pike from PentagonReservation South Oak Street to South Dinwiddie Street.
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Henry G. Shirley Memorial Highway (Rewte4-95 [-395) from the Federal line at the approach to
14th Street Bridge to Arlington
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Henry G. Shirley Memorial Highway (&85 [-395) from Alexandria line to the District of
Columbia line at the 14th Street Bridge.

Sixty-five (65) miles per hour upon.

Henry G. Shirley Memorial Highway (I-395) High Occupancy Vehicle (HOV) lanes from
Alexandria line to Mile Marker 8.0
