C. M. RECOMMENDATION:   
 
 Renew the subject use permit, subject to all previously approved conditions with a County 

Board review in three (3) years (October 2013).  
 
ISSUES:  This is a use permit renewal for a preschool and parent’s day out program for the 
Early Years Preschool and no issues have been identified. 
 
SUMMARY:  The subject use permit for the Early Years Preschool is scheduled for a one (1) 
year review to determine whether or not the use should be renewed.  The use has operated since 
July 2004 when the use permit for a preschool including a parent’s day out program was initially 
approved.  The use permit was reviewed in July 2007 and approved for renewal by the County 
Board, and has operated in compliance with the approved conditions as amended in October 
2009 to provide for earlier hours of operation.  Staff reviewed the use permit under the 2009 
amendment to determine whether or not the use has been in compliance and finds that there are 
no issues.  The Woodmont Civic Association indicates that there have been no issues with the 
use during the review period as do other reporting and regulating agencies including the Child 
Care Office, Community Code Enforcement, Zoning, Police, and the Fire Marshal.  Because the 
use does not affect adversely the health or safety of the persons residing or working in the 
neighborhood, is not detrimental to the public welfare or injurious to property or improvements 
in the neighborhood, and operates in compliance with all approved conditions, staff recommends 
the County Board renew the subject use permit, subject to the approved conditions and a County 
Board review in three (3) years, October 2013.     
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BACKGROUND:  Early Years Preschool is located at 3701 Lorcom Lane in the Cherrydale 
United Methodist Church.  The use permit was initially approved for the Early Years Preschool 
in this location in July 2004.  In addition to providing a preschool program, the school also 
incorporates a parent’s day out program.  The current total enrollment for the preschool is 42 
children. 
   
DISCUSSION:  An amendment to the Early Years Preschool use permit was approved in 
October 2009 to change the hours of operation.  The change in start time, from 9:30 a.m. to 9:00 
a.m., allowed for the program to offer an early drop-off option for parents.  The use permit 
amendment was approved by the County Board subject to an amended condition changing the 
hours of operation, an administrative review in six (6) months (April 2010), and County Board 
review one (1) year from the date of approval of the amendment (October 2010). 
 
Since the Last County Board Review (October 24, 2009): 
 

Use Permit Conditions:  In April 2010, an administrative review was completed for the 
subject use permit and there were no issues.  The applicant continues to operate the preschool 
program in compliance with the approved use permit conditions.  
 
Community Code Enforcement:  The Community Code Enforcement office has reported that 
there are no issues with the use permit. 
 
Fire Marshal’s Office:  The Fire Marshal’s Office has reported that there have been no 
violations and there are no concerns regarding the subject use permit. 
 
Police Department:  The Police Department indicates that there are no issues or reported 
incidents as a result of the subject use permit.   
 
Civic Associations:  The site is located within the Woodmont Civic Association.  The Civic 
Association has indicated that there are no issues with the subject use permit and raises no 
objections to its renewal. 

 
CONCLUSION:  During the period of review, the Early Years Preschool has remained in 
compliance with the approved use permit conditions.  The use does not affect adversely the 
health or safety of the persons residing or working in the neighborhood, is not detrimental to the 
public welfare or injurious to property or improvements in the neighborhood, or operate in 
conflict with the purposes of the master plans of the County.  Therefore, staff recommends the 
use permit be renewed, subject to all previously approved conditions, with a County Board 
review in three (3) years (October 2013).

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Approved Conditions: 
 

1. The applicant agrees to meet the requirements of the Child Care Ordinance, Community 
Code Enforcement Office, Environmental Health Bureau and the Fire Marshal's Office, 
including securing the appropriate assembly permit prior to the issuance of a certificate of 
occupancy. 

  
2. The applicant agrees that parents of students attending the program shall escort their 

students to and from the center at all times.  
 

3. The applicant agrees that the hours of operation would be Monday through Friday 
between 9:00 a.m. and 2:30 p.m., with a maximum capacity of 42 children.  An 
Administrative Change request may be submitted to review requests for changes to the 
hours of operation.  Such requests may be approved by the Zoning Administrator 
provided that the use permit is in compliance with all other conditions, if he/she finds that 
such change will not adversely impact the surrounding neighborhood and the applicant 
has demonstrated that the Child Care office has approved the amendment.
